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Voice Leading Root Position Diatonic Triads

Provide Soprano Alto & Tenor where missing:
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The "Three Rules"
1. Retain common tone(s) in the same voice(s)
2. Otherwise move each voice as stepwise as possible
3. Avoid parallel octaves and fifths
